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7. During live hearings, parties are entitled to the assistance of an advisor. Advisor assistance during a hearing
may include presentation of an opening statement, cross-examination of the other party and witnesses,
objection to questions asked of the party, and presentation of a closing statement. Cross-examination at the
live hearing will be conducted directly, orally, and in real time by the party’s advisor of choice and never by a
party personally.

8. Once designated by a party or appointed by the Title IX Coordinator, an advisor may be independently given
access to evidence and provided a copy of the investigator’s report.In some circumstances, advisors may
proceed with their role during a hearing even in the party’s absence. (It is therefore important that parties
immediately notify the university of any change in advisor.)

9. If both a party and their advisor fail to attend the hearing, the Title IX Coordinator will appoint an advisor to
represent the missing party’s interests.
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
